Home-owners, gardeners and schools in the City of Sydney Local Government Area are being encouraged to enter the 2nd annual Garden Competition.

The Lord Mayor, Ms Moore said the city’s gardens were a source of pride for residents and local communities and encouraged people to spend time outdoors and care for the environment.
“The Garden Competition is an opportunity for keen gardeners to show off their creative talents and gardens,” Ms Moore said.
“Last year more than 100 entries were received highlighting the diverse range of dwellings and creative gardens within our city of villages.”
This year’s categories are: Best single dwelling, Best multi dwelling, Best streetscape, Best sustainable garden, Best school or community garden and Department of Housing Tenancies – Best Apartments.
The overall winner of the competition will receive a VIP Package for two to the Melbourne International Flower and Garden Show in April 2006 including two nights accommodation during the show, return airfares to Melbourne, chauffeur pick-up and drop-offs, accommodation, VIP twilight tour of the Show and dinner for two.

Six Category winners will receive two medallions to Sydney In Bloom which gives the holder all day access to all five days, and a $300 gift voucher at any Australian Garden Centre Accreditation Scheme nursery.
The sixty finalists will receive two tickets (any one day) to Sydney In Bloom.

Winners will be presented with their prizes at the Launch Breakfast of Sydney In Bloom on Wednesday 21 September 2005 at the Domain. Winners will be notified by the City of Sydney and on the City’s website.  Sydney In Bloom will take place in Sydney’s Domain from September 21 – September 25.
